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15. yiizyilin ikinci yarisindan itibaren Osmanli belgelerinde adina rastlanmaya
baglanan Bornova’nin tarihsel Onemini koruyan bdlgelerinden biri Geleneksel Carsi
Bolgesi’dir. Osmanli doneminde olusmaya baslayan ve tarihsel siire¢ icinde biiyliyerek
gelisimini siirdiiren ¢ars1, ‘Biiylik Cars1’ ve ‘Kiigiik Cars1’” olarak iki bolgeden olugmaktadir.
Biiyiik ve Kiiclik Carsi’da yer alan anitsal yapilarin tamamu kiiltiir varlig1 olarak tescillidir.
Koruma altinda olan bu yapilarin biiyiik bir kismi 6zgiinliiklerini kismen koruyabilmislerdir.
Ozgiinliigiinii en iyi sekilde koruyan yap1 Biiyiik Carsi’da yer alan Haci Osman
Dariilkurrasi’dir. Dartilkurra ayn1 zamanda alanda yer alan anitsal yapilar arasinda insa
kitabesi bulunan iki yapidan biridir.

Hacit Osman Dariilkurrasi, Biiyiik Carsit sinirlart igerisinde; Ergene Mahallesi, 452
No’lu Sokak, 26 pafta, 103 ada ve 29 parselde yer almaktadir. Giinlimiizde ¢ars1 dokusunu
olusturan yapilar arasinda kalmakta ve bulundugu sokaktan varligir giigliikle fark
edilebilmektedir. Yapi, Tasinmaz Kiiltir ve Tabiat Varliklar1 Izmir Bélge Kurulu’nun
02/07/1987 tarih ve 3456 sayili karar1 ile korunmasi gerekli tasinmaz kiltiir varlig1 olarak
tescillenmistir.

Yapmin i¢inde yer aldigi avlunun batisinda, bir medreseye ait olduklarim
diistindiigiimiiz kubbeyle ortiilii kare planli mekanlar {izerinde yiikselen betonarme bir yap1
bulunmaktadir. Ancak medresenin biiyiik bir boliimii glinlimiize ulagamamastir.

Dariilkurra, kubbe ile ortiili kare planli bir yapidir. Kubbe alaturka kiremit ile
kaplidir. Beden duvarlar tag+tugla almagsik orgiiliidiir. Yapinin cepheleri son derece yalindir.
En dikkat g¢ekici cephesi tagkapir seklinde diizenlenmis olan 6zgiin giris acgikligi ve insa
kitabesinin yer aldig1 bat1 cephesidir. Ozgiin girisin iki yaninda yer alan profilli tas konsollar
ve bu konsollarin iizerinde giigliikle fark edilebilen kemer baslangici, girisin Oniinde tek
birimli bir revak bulundugunu kanitlamaktadir. Yapiyr 6zel kilan bir bagka o6zelligi giris
acikliginda yer alan yivli sivri kemerdir. Bu tiir yivli kemerlere Menemen, Fo¢a ve Manisa’da
yer alan 16. yiizyilin ikinci yarisma ait baska yapilarda da rastlanmaktadir. Inga kitabesinden
1577 yilinda insa edildigini 6grendigimiz Hact Osman Dariilkurrasi’nda da benzer bir kemere
rastlanmasi bu uygulamanin o déneme 6zgii bir moda ya da belki de ayn1 sanat¢1 gruplarinin

iriinii olabileceklerini akla getirmektedir.
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Bildirimizde Bornova Haci Osman Dariilkurrasi’nin ayrintili bir sekilde tanitilmasi ve
Osmanli egitim yapilar1 arasinda yer alan dariilkurralar hakkinda bilgiler verilmesi

hedeflenmektedir.

An Educational Building from the Ottoman Period in Bornova: Haci Osman
Dariilkurra

One of the historically significant areas of Bornova, which began to appear in
Ottoman records in the second half of the 15th century, is the Traditional Bazaar District. This
bazaar, which emerged during the Ottoman period and continued to expand over time,
consists of two sections: the "Grand Bazaar" and the "Small Bazaar." The monumental
structures located within these sections are officially registered as cultural heritage sites.
While many of these buildings have partially preserved their original characteristics, the best-
preserved structure is the Hac1t Osman Dariilkurra, situated in the Grand Bazaar. Notably, it is
one of the two monumental structures in the area that still retains its original construction
inscription.

Haci Osman Dariilkurra is located within the boundaries of the Grand Bazaar,
specifically at Ergene Mahallesi, 452 No’lu Sokak, parcel 26, lot 103, and plot 29. Today, it
remains surrounded by the existing bazaar structures, making it difficult to discern from the
street. The building was officially designated as an immovable cultural property requiring
preservation by the Izmir Regional Board for the Conservation of Immovable Cultural and
Natural Assets under decision no. 3456, dated 02/07/1987.

To the west of the courtyard in which dariilkurra is located, a reinforced concrete
addition has been constructed over square-planned, domed spaces, which are believed to have
originally belonged to a madrasa. However, the majority of this madrasa has not survived to
the present day.

The Dariilkurra is a square-planned structure covered with a dome. The dome is
cladded with traditional Turkish tiles. Its walls are built with an alternating stone and brick
masonry technique”. Its fagades are notably basic. The most striking fagade is its western
facade, where the original entrance designed in the form of a monumental portal (tagckap1) and
the construction inscription are located. The profiled stone consoles on either side of the
entrance and the barely discernible arches springing from these consoles suggest that a single-
unit portico once stood in front of the entrance. Another distinctive feature of the building is

the fluted pointed arch over the entrance opening. Fluted arches are also observed in



structures dating to the second half of the 16th century in Menemen, Foca, and Manisa. The
presence of a similar arch in Hac1 Osman Dariilkurra, which was built in 1577 according to its
inscription, raises the possibility that this architectural detail was a regional stylistic
preference of the period or perhaps the involvement of the same group of artisans.

This study aims to provide a detailed examination of the Hac1 Osman Dariilkurra in

Bornova and to offer insights into dariilkurras as a category of Ottoman educational buildings.
